
Special Meeting Minutes

November 25th, 2020
The Stark County Board met in the Courthouse and remotely for a Special Meeting on November 25th, 2020 at 8 am.   Chairman Curry called the meeting to order.  Roll call shows Loane, Nowlan, Howes & Chairman Curry physically present and Bush virtually present.  Absent were Newton, Eberle, and Shipp.  Chairman Curry established that a quorum was present and then led the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was motioned by Mr. Nowlan and seconded by Mr. Howes to approve the agenda with all present voting aye, motion carried.

There were no public comments.

New Business
1) It was motioned by Mr. Loane and seconded by Mr. Nowlan to approve the final Fiscal Year 19/20 bills with all present voting aye, motion carried.

2) A resolution was presented to update the MFT administrative and engineering fees. It was motioned by Mr. Nowlan and seconded by Ms. Bush to approve the resolution with all present voting aye, motion carried.  

3) The annual budget appropriation and tax levy ordinance for FY 20/21 was presented.  It was motioned by Mrs. Bush and seconded by Mr. Nowlan to approve the ordinance with all present voting aye, motion carried. 

4) A resolution to adopt direct deposit for employee payroll was presented. After discussion as to whether employees would have the choice to opt-out and upon confirmation from the Treasurer that opt-out was an option, it was motioned by Mr. Loane and seconded by Mr. Nowlan to approve the resolution with all present voting aye, motion carried. 

5) Mr. Owens addressed the board on the On Solve Code Red billing situation. After speaking with a representative for On Solve, it has not been fully resolved the amount that is owed by the County.  State’s Attorney Owens recommended this item be tabled until an exact amount has been finalized. Mrs. Bush made a motion with a second by Mr. Nowlan to table the approval of payment until more information has been gathered.  It is scheduled to be addressed at the December Board Meeting.
At 8:20 am it was motioned by Mr. Howes with a second from Mr. Loane to adjourn the meeting with all present voting aye, meeting adjourned.
