
Stark County Board Meeting Minutes

November 10th, 2020
The Stark County Board met remotely and in the Courthouse for the November 10th Board Meeting at 6:30 pm. Chairman Curry called the meeting to order.  Roll call shows Howes, Loane, Nowlan, and Curry physically present, Bush and Shipp virtually present. Absent was Newton & Eberle. Chairman Curry established that a quorum was present, and Mr. Loane led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Chairman Curry amended the agenda to move the County Engineer presentation to earlier on the agenda as he had to leave for a prior commitment. A motion was made by Mr. Nowlan and seconded by Mr. Loane to approve the amended agenda with all present voting aye, motion carried.

There were no public comments.
Highway Report

Mr. Giffin discussed the proposed MFT resolution on the agenda and suggested it be tabled until the next month as the Townships have not had sufficient time to look it over.  He presented updated plans for the new building. There were two recent accidents on dangerous curves within the county. The plan is to secure funding to install flashing lights to help with this problem. The new snowplow has been in the shop for over a month and he will make some calls to get that remedied. 

County auditor Ron Hilton addressed the board on the FY20-21 budget up for tentative adoption on the agenda. He went over a few changes from the prior year’s budget and answered any questions the board had about the tentative budget. 
A motion was made by Mrs. Bush and seconded by Mrs. Shipp to approve the October 13th, 2020 meeting minutes with all present voting aye, motion carried.

Board member Cynthia Eberle joined remotely at 7 pm.

John Leezer from Leezer Insurance Agency went over the insurance renewal. He reported there will be a small increase in the policy from last year.  Mr. Nowlan made a motion to approve the package and seconded by Mr. Howes with all present voting aye, motion carried.
Finance Report

Treasurer Leezer gave the finance report with no issues reported.  The tax sale was held on October 27th and was done remotely this year.  The Mid-Century phone install is done at the Courthouse and Annex and she will be calling Frontier to cancel services in those buildings.

2) A decommissioning agreement plan for the Camp Grove Wind Farm was presented to the Board.  Mr. Howes made a motion to approve the agreement and seconded by Mr. Loane with all present voting aye, motion carried.

3) A resolution was presented to adopt the tentative budget for FY 20-21.  Mrs. Bush made the motion to approve the resolution and was seconded by Mrs. Eberle with all present voting aye, motion carried.

4) There were 11 tax sale property resolutions bundled together under the consent agenda for approval.  Mr. Nowlan made a motion to approve the resolutions and seconded by Mrs. Eberle with all present voting aye, motion carried.

Before adjournment Chairman Curry took a moment to thank Mrs. Shipp and Mrs. Eberle for their service on the County Board as this was their last regular meeting. 

The board set a special meeting for November 25th at 8 am to formally approve the FY 20/21 budget.
At 7:52 pm a motion was made by Mr. Loane to adjourn the meeting with a second from Mrs. Bush with all present voting aye, meeting adjourned.
