
Stark County Board Meeting Minutes

January 14th, 2020
The Stark County Board met in the Courthouse for the January 14th Board Meeting at 6:30 pm. Chairman Curry called the meeting to order.  Roll call shows Howes, Loane, Nowlan, Shipp and Curry present, absent were Newton, Eberle & Bush. Chairman Curry established that a quorum was present, and Mr. Loane led the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion was made by Mrs. Shipp and seconded by Mr. Nowlan to approve the agenda with all present voting aye, motion carried.

There were no public comments.

A motion was made by Mrs. Shipp and seconded by Mr. Howes to approve the December 10th, 2019 meeting minutes with all present voting aye, motion carried.  

Committee Reports

1) Police-None.
2) Legislative/Economic Development-Mr. Howes attended an Economic Development meeting and asked that his report be shared via email. He mentioned that Mr. Scott would like to meet with the Sheriff, Judge and State’s Attorney to get their input on the potential new building. Mrs. Shipp suggested that a committee be formed to explore all the options for a new building.  She updated the board on the commercial promoting Stark County planned by the Peoria Visitors and Convention Bureau to be filmed this spring.
3) Health Board-None
4) Judicial-none

5) Building/Grounds-Chairman Curry updated the board on Mid Century’s plans in coming to the area and the potential solar panel project being done by Johnson Controls. 
6) Road/Bridge-None
7) Building Compliance Sub-Committee-Mr. Howes inquired if there is a run, hide, fight plan in place for county employees. Sheriff Sloan said there is a plan in place to implement if needed. 
8) Policy & Procedure Sub-Committee-Shipp/Bush-Mrs. Shipp reported on the progress of the handbook update. There was a question on how vacations work regarding an employee’s anniversary date. She will investigate it and hopefully have an update next month.  
9) Finance-A motion was made by Mrs. Shipp and seconded by Mr. Loane to approve the payment of the bills with all present voting aye, motion carried.

Highway Report

County Engineer Giffin gave the highway report with the main topic of discussion being the highway facilities and potential options going forward. Any mold remediation is on hold until a definitive plan can be put in place on a new building.
Finance Report

Treasurer Leezer gave the finance report and there were no major issues. Mrs. Shipp requested an update on implementing direct deposit. Treasurer Leezer has looked at several software programs, but so far felt they are cost-prohibitive but will continue to pursue other options.
Sheriff's Report

The Sheriff reported he will be rebidding the Dodge Charger due to the winning bidder rescinding their offer.  He also hopes to have an update on the E911 situation next month.
New Business

1) A resolution was presented for membership to the Illinois State Association of Counties.  A motion was made by Mr. Nowlan to approve the appointment and was seconded by Mr. Loane with all present voting aye, motion carried.
2) A resolution was presented to appoint Ron Wallace to the Planning Commission. A motion was made by Mrs. Shipp to approve the appointment with a second from Mr. Howes with all present voting aye, motion carried.

3) A resolution was presented to appoint Noah Forlines to the Planning Commission. A motion was made by Mr. Nowlan to approve the appointment and was seconded by Mrs. Shipp with all present voting aye, motion carried.

4) A resolution was presented to appoint Lee Hager to the Planning Commission.  A motion was made by Mr. Howes and was seconded by Mr. Loane with all present voting aye, motion carried. 

5) The resolution for closed session minutes was tabled until next month.
Other Business

1) No update on the mold remediation.
2) The board discussed the cannabis ordinance with plans to act at the next board meeting.
3) No update on the weed ordinance.
4) The board declared a vacancy in the Planning Commission.  

5) Mrs. Shipp asked that drug testing for the county fire districts be added to the agenda for discussion at the next board meeting.

At 7:55 pm a motion was made by Mrs. Shipp to adjourn the meeting with all present voting aye, meeting adjourned.
