
Special Meeting Minutes

October 26th, 2021
The Stark County Board met in the Courthouse for a Special Meeting on October 26th, 2021, at 5 pm. Chairman Curry called the meeting to order. Roll call shows Howes, Loane, Nowlan, McMillen & Chairman Curry present. Absent were Bush & Stone. Chairman Curry established that a quorum was present, and then led the Pledge of Allegiance.

It was motioned by Mr. Howes and seconded by Mr. Nowlan to approve the agenda with all present voting aye, motion carried.

There were no public comments.

Old Business
1) After being tabled at the last special meeting, a resolution was again presented by the Supervisor of Assessments and Zoning Officer for her reappointment and salary schedule. After discussion, it was decided to approve the appointment and requested salary increases of $4,000 plus 1.6% each year for the Assessor salary and $2,000 plus 1.6% each year for the Zoning salary. Mr. Howes made the motion to approve the resolution with a second from Mr. Nowlan with all present voting aye, motion carried. 

2) After being tabled at the last special meeting, the Sheriff’s Union Contract was once again presented for discussion and approval. After a lengthy discussion, it was decided that the use of ARPA funds could be used to offset some of the salaries.  However, there were some inconsistencies within the language of the contract along with some incorrect dates. Union president Gary Bent will review and correct the errors and resubmit for approval at a special meeting to be held on Monday, November 1st at 6:30 pm. Mr. Loane made the motion to table the item with a second from Mr. Howes with all present voting aye, motion carried.
At 7:05 pm Mr. McMillen made a motion to adjourn the meeting with a second from Mr. Howes with all present voting aye, meeting adjourned.
