
Stark County Board Meeting Minutes

December 10th, 2019
The Stark County Board met in the Courthouse for the December 10th Board Meeting at 7 pm. Chairman Curry called the meeting to order.  Roll call shows Howes, Eberle, Loane, Nowlan, Shipp and Curry present, absent was Newton & Bush. Chairman Curry established that a quorum was present, and then led the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion was made by Mr. Nowlan and seconded by Mr. Howes to approve the agenda with all present voting aye, motion carried.

There were no public comments.

A motion was made by Mrs. Shipp and seconded by Mr. Howes to approve the November 12th meeting minutes with all present voting aye, motion carried.  A motion was made by Mrs. Shipp and seconded by Mr. Nowlan to approve the November 27th special meeting minutes with 4 ayes and 2 abstains, motion carried.
Committee Reports

1) Police-None.
2) Legislative/Economic Development-Mr. Howes attended a UCCI meeting, which was also attended by NACO. He also attended the community partners meeting at the Department of Public Health. He mentioned the full-scale pandemic exercise planned for October 2020.

5) Building/Grounds-Chairman Curry has removed a dead tree from the grounds.  Probation 
Officer Allison Leezer and her husband would like to donate a plant to replace the tree. 
6) Road/Bridge-None
7) Building Compliance Sub-Committee-Mr. Tim Scott presented revised plans to the board for a potential new building. He will present additional revised plans including elevation images at a future board meeting.
8) Policy & Procedure Sub-Committee-Shipp/Bush-Mrs. Shipp is in the process of redoing the drug workplace policy. 
9) Finance-A motion was made by Mrs. Shipp and seconded by Mr. Howes to approve the payment of the bills with all present voting aye, motion carried.

Highway Report

1) 9 bridge inspections have been done with more planned for December.
2) 2019 IDOT maintenance inspection of federally funded projects is complete.
3) Radio has been installed in new truck and quotes have been acquired for plow attachments.

4) Stockpiling of salt and cinders has begun.
5) CE truck needs new tires and routine maintenance on all vehicles has been done.
6) The meeting with township Road Commissioners was held for 2020 MFT budgeting. They will meet again to begin planning 2020 MFT projects.

7) The county-owned iPad has been set up with cellular service and Cloud Point is being upgraded to work with the GIS database.
8) Work is being done to clear up documentation issues from past projects to prepare for GATA.

9) Working on software issues with Access for IDOT paperwork.

10) Mr. Nowlan asked about the pavement preservation project. Due to a current negative balance, nothing will take place this year. 
11) Mr. Curry requested a pothole be filled in the parking lot.
Finance Report

Treasurer Leezer was not present but did ask Chairman Curry to go over the report.  The only issues were Sheriff’s Department salaries and Animal Control office supplies, which ended the year over budget.
Sheriff's Report

1) The Sheriff reported that Chief Deputy Demetreon was able to get the Waste Management bill reduced by $300 going forward.
2) Sheriff Sloan presented 2 sealed bids for the 2013 Dodge Charger.  The highest bid received was from Chicago Motors Inc for $3207.00. Mr. Nowlan made a motion to accept the bid from Chicago Motors and it was seconded by Mr. Loane with all present voting aye, motion carried.
New Business

1) A resolution was presented to appoint Traci Dowell to the HSTP Steering Committee.  A motion was made by Mrs. Shipp to approve the appointment and was seconded by Mr. Loane with all present voting aye, motion carried.
2) A resolution was presented to appoint J. Thomas Howes to the HSTP Steering Committee. A motion was made by Mrs. Shipp to approve the appointment with a second from Mr. Nowlan with 5 ayes and 1 abstain, motion carried.

3) A resolution was presented to appoint John Ryan to the Zoning Board of Appeals. A motion was made by Mr. Nowlan to approve the appointment and was seconded by Mr. Loane with all present voting aye, motion carried.

4) A resolution was presented to appoint Steve Winslow to the Planning Commission.  A motion was made by Mrs. Shipp and was seconded by Mr. Howes with all present voting aye, motion carried. 

5) A resolution was presented to approve the calendar year 2020 meeting dates.  Mrs. Eberle made a motion to approve the resolution and was seconded by Mr. Loane with all present voting aye, motion carried.

Other Business

1) No update on the mold remediation
2) The board tabled the cannabis ordinance.

3) Chairman Curry informed the board that State’s Attorney Owens is looking into a weed control ordinance so that we are compliant with the state.
At 8:10 pm a motion was made by Mr. Nowlan to adjourn the meeting with all present voting aye, meeting adjourned.
