
Stark County Board Meeting Minutes

September 10th, 2019
The Stark County Board met in the Courthouse for the September 10th Board Meeting at 7 pm. Chairman Curry called the meeting to order.  Roll call shows Howes, Newton, Loane, Nowlan, Bush, Shipp and Curry present, absent was Eberle. Chairman Curry established that a quorum was present, and Ms. Shipp led the Pledge of Allegiance.

A motion was made by Ms. Shipp and seconded by Mr. Howes to approve the agenda with all present voting aye, motion carried.

There were no public comments.

A motion was made by Ms. Bush and seconded by Ms. Shipp to approve the August 13th meeting minutes with all present voting aye, motion carried.  A motion was made by Mr. Nowlan and seconded by Mr. Loane to approve the September 3rd special meeting minutes with all present voting aye, motion carried.
Committee Reports

1) Police-None

2) Legislative/Economic Development-None
3) Health Board-Ms. Bush reminded everyone that flu shot season is coming and gave the dates of the upcoming clinics in Stark County.
4) Judicial-none

5) Building/Grounds-Chairman Curry has been looking for an alternative phone service provider to replace Frontier.
6) Road/Bridge-Mr. Loane commented on recent road repairs in West Jersey Township.
7) Building Compliance Sub-Committee-Howes/Eberle-Mr. Howes mentioned the possibility of bringing in a local architect to help with plans for a potential new annex building.
8) Policy & Procedure Sub-Committee-Shipp/Bush-Ms. Shipp is still working on the handbook and Ms. Bush has started a job description template to be used by all county offices.
9) Finance-A motion was made by Ms. Shipp and seconded by Mr. Howes to approve the payment of the bills with all present voting aye, motion carried.

Highway Report

1) Newly Hired County Engineer Judd Giffin reported to the board that he visited Pac-Van container company as a solution to temporarily house the offices of the county highway building until the mold issues are fixed.   The board agreed this would be the fastest and most economical solution at this time.  Ms. Bush made a motion to proceed with the rental of a container office with a second by Mr. Nowlan with all present voting aye, motion carried. 

2) MFT work will be postponed until next year. 
3) CE Giffin has signed up for the caliber refresher class so that the bridges due for inspection can be done next month.

4) Chairman Curry brought up the upcoming closure of the bridge on Route 17 between Wyoming and Toulon and the potential effect it will have on other county roads.

5) CE Giffin is meeting with former CE Hodel to get feedback on the ins and outs of the county and how GIS mapping works.

Finance Report

Treasurer Leezer reported there were 3 pay periods this month which caused salaries to look overbudget, otherwise, there were no other issues.
Sheriff's Report

The Sheriff reported that the National Night Out held in August had a great turnout.  There is possible interest from Bureau County on the E911 issue.  A squad car was rear-ended, but the damage is minimal.  Lastly, the annual jail inspection will be next week.
Budget Presentations

Budget presentations began this month.  Departments presenting their budgets were Treasurer Paula Leezer, State’s Attorney James Owens, and Sheriff Steven Sloan. Budgets were also presented by the Stark County Health Department and Regional Office of Education. Recently hired County Engineer Judd Giffin will present his budget in October.
New Business

1) Renee Johnson presented a special use zoning permit for Nutrien Ag Solutions.  Ms. Bush made a motion to approve the zoning permit and was seconded by Mr. Nowlan with all present voting aye, motion carried.
2) Renee Johnson informed the board of potential grant money available to help update the GIS 911 maps.  She hopes to have more information next month.
3) A resolution was presented to accept the sale of tax certificate 201500023.  Mr. Howes made a motion to approve the resolution and was seconded by Mr. Loane with all present voting aye, motion carried.

4) Due to the delay in acquiring the animal control/impound lot, Chairman Curry asked the board to approve three months back rent on the facility to former owner Gary Bent. Mr. Nowlan made a motion to approve the request and was seconded by Mr. Loane with all present voting aye, motion carried.
Other Business

1) The Board reviewed the 2017 MFT audit report from IDOT.

2) The board tabled the mold remediation removal until more bids can be gathered and definitive plans on how to move forward are discussed.

3) Chairman Curry informed the board of vacancies for a Wyoming Fire District Trustee and Planning Commission board member.  
At 8:31 pm a motion was made by Mr. Howes and seconded by Mrs. Bush to adjourn the meeting with all present voting aye, meeting adjourned.
