
Stark County Board Meeting Minutes

August 9th, 2022
The Stark County Board met in the Courthouse for the August 9th Board Meeting at 6:30 pm. Vice-Chairman Bush called the meeting to order. Roll call shows Howes, Loane, Nowlan, McMillen, and Bush present. Absent were Stone and Curry. Vice-Chairman Bush established that a quorum was present, and Mr. Howes led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion made by Mr. Nowlan with a second by Mr. Howes to approve the agenda with all present voting aye, motion carried.

No public comment.
Motion made by Mr. McMillen to approve the minutes from the July 12th, 2022, board meeting and seconded by Mr. Loane with all present voting aye, motion carried.

Committee Reports

1) Police-None
2) Legislative/Economic Development-Mr. Howes reported on the UCCI retreat he attended in Galena. He spoke with the Henry County Board Chair about the possibility of a joint economic development group. He also mentioned the possibility of switching to ICMRT for risk management insurance. 
3) Health Board-Despite staffing shortages, the Henry/Stark Health Department is now offering a walk-in clinic. 
4) Judicial-None
5) Building/Grounds-None
6) Road/Bridge-In the absence of the County Engineer, board member Robin Nowlan gave the highway report. Bids will be going out next month for the North Valley bridge project. Duncan Road and County Highway 24 are ready to be primed and sealed. There was an online demonstration offered on the new Cloud Point program. 
7) Building Compliance Sub-Committee-None
8) Finance-The monthly bills were presented for approval. After discussion a motion was made by Mr. Nowlan with a second from Mr. Loane to approve the payment of the bills with all present voting aye, motion carried.

9) ARPA Requests-None. 
Highway Report
An IDOT engineering agreement with Hutchinson Engineering for the North Valley Bridge project was presented for approval. Mr. Nowlan made the motion to approve with a second from Mr. McMillen, motion carried. 
Finance Report

There were 3 pay periods in July, which makes the salaries for all offices look over budget. Probation reimbursements from the State are getting more current. Also, reimbursements for computer support have been received to improve the budget for that line item.
Sheriff's Report

The tornado siren will need to be relocated for the new radio tower and two trees will need to be removed for the new E911 addition. 

Due to a long travel distance for the attorney handling the Sterling Williams lawsuit, agenda item D under new business was moved up at the request of Vice-Chair Bush. At 6:52 pm, board member McMillen made a motion to enter an executive session to discuss the Williams vs. Stark County et al lawsuit with a second from Mr. Nowlan. All board members voted yes to entering the executive session. 
At 7:02 pm Vice-Chairman Bush reopened the regular meeting.
Budget Presentations
Tentative budgets for the offices of Assessment/Zoning, Circuit Clerk, Treasurer, and State’s Attorney were presented.
New Business

1) A re-zoning request from the City of Wyoming was presented. Denny Rewerts and representatives from the Wyoming City Council were on hand to provide more information and field questions from the board. After discussion, Mr. Howes made the motion to approve the request with a second from Mr. Loane with all present voting aye, motion carried. 
2) The bi-annual review of closed session minutes resolution was presented. At this time no closed session minutes are being released. Mr. Nowlan made the motion to approve the resolution with a second from Mr. Howes with all present voting aye, motion carried.
3) A resolution to surrender tax sale certificate #201700020 was presented. Mr. Nowlan made the motion to approve the resolution with a second from Mr. McMillen with all present voting aye, motion carried.
4) A settlement in the Sterling Williams vs. Stark County et al lawsuit has been reached. After discussion in the executive session earlier in the meeting, Mr. McMillen made the motion to approve the settlement amount with a second from Mr. Howes with all present voting aye, motion carried.
5) The intergovernmental agreement with Henry County for OEM services is up for renewal. This item was presented for discussion only at this time. A revised agreement with a price increase will be presented for approval at next month's meeting. 
At 7:40 pm Mr. McMillen made a motion to adjourn the meeting with a second from Mr. Nowlan with all present voting aye, meeting adjourned.
