
Stark County Board Meeting Minutes

November 1st, 2022
The Stark County Board met in the Courthouse for the November 1st Board Meeting at 6:30 pm. Chairman Curry called the meeting to order. Roll call shows Howes, Loane Bush, McMillen, and Curry present. Absent were Stone and Nowlan. Chairman Curry established that a quorum was present, and Mr. Loane led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion made by Mr. McMillen with a second by Ms. Bush to approve the agenda with all present voting aye, motion carried.

During the public comment portion, Ms. Bush took the opportunity to thank outgoing board member Al Curry for his service on the board. 
Motion was made by Ms. Bush to approve the minutes from the October 11th, 2022, board meeting and seconded by Mr. Howes with all present voting aye, motion carried.
Motion was made by Mr. Loane to approve the October 20th, 2022 finance committee meeting minutes and seconded by Mr. Howes with 4 ayes and 1 abstain.

1) Police-Mr. Loane reported that he attended the groundbreaking ceremony for the new E911 telecommunication center. 
2) Legislative/Economic Development-None
3) Health Board-Ms. Bush reported on the uptick of RSV, COVID, and Influenza cases in children. She reminded everyone to wash their hands and get vaccinated.

5) Building/Grounds-Mr. Curry reported the garage removal was done and the cost is reflected on the finance report from the treasurer. Good Energy will hold bidding for electricity on the 17th of this month. The county will have the choice of whether to opt-in or not.

2) John Leezer from The Leezer Agency presented the annual insurance renewal package. The premiums are up approximately $10,000 from last year. The board requested a change in the policy to up the building and contents allowance by 10% and to add equipment rental coverage. Ms. Bush made a motion to approve the package with those changes and was seconded by Mr. Howes with all present voting aye, motion carried.
At 7:07 pm Mr. Loane made a motion to adjourn the meeting with a second from Mr. McMillen with all present voting aye, meeting adjourned.
