
Stark County Board Meeting Minutes

December 13th, 2022
The Stark County Board met in the Courthouse for the December 13th Board Meeting at 6:30 pm. County Clerk Hollis called the meeting to order and then led the Pledge of Allegiance. Roll call shows Howes, Loane, Schaffer, Orwig, Nowlan, and Bush present. Absent were McMillen & Wilson. 
The County Clerk called for the nomination of a new County Board Chair. Mr. Nowlan nominated Ms. Bush for the position with a second from Mr. Orwig with 5 ayes and 1 abstain, motion carried. 
Board Chair Ms. Bush then called for the nomination of a new County Board Vice-Chair. Mr. Loane nominated Mr. Nowlan with a second from Mr. Orwig with 5 ayes and 1 abstain, motion carried.
A quorum was established, and board terms for the next election cycle were then drawn. The terms for county board members for district 1: 4-year terms are Tom Howes and Jamie Schaffer, and 2-year terms are Kari Bush and Adam Wilson. The terms for county board district 2: 4-year terms are Joe Orwig and Tim McMillen, and 2-year terms are Bill Loane and Robin Nowlan.

Mr. Nowlan made a motion to approve the agenda with a second from Mr. Loane with all present voting aye, motion carried.

There was no public comment. 
A motion was made by Mr. Loane to approve the minutes from the November 1st, 2022, board meeting and seconded by Mr. Howes with 3 ayes and 3 abstains, motion carried.
A motion was made by Mr. Nowlan to approve the November 17th special meeting minutes and seconded by Mr. Howes with 4 ayes and 2 abstains, motion carried.
Committee Reports

There are no committee reports this month. New committee appointments will be on the agenda for the January meeting. 

Finance-The monthly bills were presented for approval. After discussion a motion was made by Mr. Howes with a second from Mr. Loane to approve the payment of the bills with all present voting aye, motion carried.

Highway Report
In the absence of the County Engineer, Mr. Nowlan went over the report submitted by the engineer. Highlights are the replacement of the grader, road inspections, and the start of the North Valley Bridge project. Justin Reece from Giffin Engineering also gave the board an update on the Castleton well progress. 
Finance Report

Treasurer Leezer went over the end of the fiscal year finances. She noted any office that used ARPA funds and how much they used. The utilities for the county were over budget and several line items for the Sheriff’s Office were over budget for the year. There were some line items for the Sheriff under budget that did help offset some of the overages.

3) The annual resolution to approve the fiscal year 2023 board meeting dates was presented for approval. Mr. Nowlan made a motion to approve the dates with a second from Mr. Howes with all present voting aye, motion carried.
At 7:12 pm Mr. Nowlan made a motion to adjourn the meeting with a second from Mr. Loane with all present voting aye, meeting adjourned.
