
Special Meeting Minutes

October 16th, 2023
The Stark County Board met in the Courthouse for a Special Meeting on October 16th, 2023, at 4 p.m. Chair Bush called the meeting to order. Roll call shows Howes, Schaffer, Loane, Wilson, Orwig, McMillen, and Chair Bush present. Absent was Nowlan. A quorum was established, and Chair Bush led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion made by McMillen and seconded by Howes to approve the agenda with all present voting aye, motion carried.

During public comment, the speakers were Leslea Carroll, Alice Webster, Keith Webster, Dale Jackson, Paul Webster, and James Addis. They all spoke in opposition to the proposed CO2 pipeline that will come through portions of Goshen and West Jersey Townships. 
There were five items on the agenda:

I. Approval of the September 12th Meeting Minutes:

Motion made by Howes to approve the minutes and seconded by Loane with all present voting aye, motion carried.

II. Approval of the Monthly Bills:

Motion made by Orwig to approve the bills and seconded by Howes with all present voting aye, motion carried.

III. Tax Sale Certificate #201900017- Resolution:

Motion made by Orwig to approve the resolution and seconded by McMillen with all present voting aye, motion carried.

IV. CO2 Pipeline-Resolution/Petition:

Discussion was on whether to pass a resolution to oppose the construction of a CO2 pipeline in Stark County and to formally request the State’s Attorney to file a petition to intervene. After discussion, a motion by Wilson to request the filing of such a petition was seconded by Orwig with all present voting aye, motion carried. A motion by Orwig to approve the resolution was seconded by McMillen with all present voting aye, motion carried. 
V. County Insurance:

John Leezer from Leezer Insurance Agency spoke with the board regarding the insurance policy that expires on December 1st, 2023. He was informed by our current policyholder that they will not be renewing our policy due to excessive claims from the county. Mr. Leezer has contacted several agencies to request a quote and the only carrier that has agreed to insure us excluding the jail, is Illinois Counties Risk Management Trust (ICRMT). The board will be discussing alternative plans for the jail due to the liability of not having insurance. No action was taken on this item.
At 5:05 pm Orwig made a motion to adjourn the meeting with a second from Wilson with all present voting aye, meeting adjourned.
